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Preface

This collection, consisting of more than 900 volumes by and on Mark Twain, was purchased by our
university in 1985 from America through the agent of a bookstore in Japan. It would be no exaggeration to say
that this collection is a leading one in this country both in quality and quantity.

These books, however, have been left unclassified and placed in disorder on the bookshelves for 23 years.
So, in 2008, I undertook, by the Library’s request, to classify them and make the library index of the Collection
for users’ accommodation.

Besides his complete works, this collection has all the first editions of Twain’s novels which were written
during his lifetime, and many of them should be exhibited as rare books. As for his short stories, there are most
of the magazines in which they appeared for the first time as well as anthologies including them. Moreover,

gathered here are not just his letters, lectures, biographies, essays, books on Twain, books mentioning him, but
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also any kind of reference to Twain such as yearbooks, brochures, or handbooks. All of them are quite valuable
for reserches into Mark Twain and his background, that is to say, American society from the latter half of the
19th century through the biggining of the 20th century.

Hereinafter, I classify the books into 10 categories and tack on a short explanation to each book.
